At the time of handing 
over the meat, offals, and hide or skin to a representative of the Ministry of 
Food, the Station Master/Goods Agent must give him written notification 
that the animal is not the property of the Ministry of Food and that the Railway 
wish to claim the salvage value from that Ministry.
